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What to do prior to
Treatment
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1. Strip beds of bedding and mattress   coverings; place beds with frames and undersides of box-springs accessible to pest technicians.
2. Remove clothing and items from under bed.
3. Move all furniture and all other items away from walls.
4. Remove all pictures, posters, and other wall hanging items from the walls.
5. Remove all electrical sockets, switches, phone & cable outlets from the walls.
6. Remove and empty drawers from furniture.
7. Empty closets
8. Make preparations in order to vacate   the home for up to 3 hours immediately following treatment; leaving the home  temporarily may be required depending   on the level of service that is required.


What to do after
Treatment

1. All bed linens should be put in a dryer (washing is optional) on a high heat cycle for a minimum of 20 minutes.
2. Clothes in infested closets and furniture should go
through same process as step.
3. Pay attention to  mattresses  and box springs around edges, seams, and tufts  for  black or brown spots  of dried bedbug excrement.  If   present it is advisable to either purchase encasements or replace bed.
4. As in step 3 pay attention to any furniture for same signs of activity. Furniture may also require treatment.
5. Do not use over the counter insecticides without consulting a pest management professional. Over the counter insecticides often contain repellent properties which can cause spread of Bedbug population instead of control.

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   Piercing/sucking 3-segmented beak on underside

Feeding Habits
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   Adult and nymph Bedbugs
 suck blood; humans are the preferred host, but bedbugs   can feed on a variety of other animals.
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   Leaves dark fecal spots (partially digested blood) on mattresses, bedding, clothing, and  even  walls ceilings
and other surfaces
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   Feeds mainly at night.
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   Bedbugs will travel up to 20 feet to feed.
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   Bedbugs can go months without feeding.
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   One Bedbug will inflict multiple bites when feeding.

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   Bedbug outbreaks in apartment   and   multi- family housing are increasing at an exponential rate in most metro areas.
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   Bedbugs have a severe financial, liability, and public relations impact on   communities with infestation.

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   Successful bedbug control requires proactive actions
 by property management, intensive pest control services, constant follow-up, and a high level of cooperation by residents.
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
